Goddess
Lakshmi and Lord Ganesha are worshipped
here during Diwali which lasts for 4 days.

3)In Singapore, “Little India” on Serangoon
Road is decorated with lights, garlands and
colourful arches, being the emotional and
commercial centre of the local Indian
community. On Diwali day, children are
accompanied by parents to an open area to light
the sparklers since most people live in high-
rise apartments. As a policy, crackers are not
sold to avoid noise pollution and only
sparklers are available.

4)Diwali is celebrated in Thailand as “Lam
Kriyongh” during the months of October-
November.

5)Special diyas (lamps) are made of banana
leaves and lit candles are placed on it along
with a coin and incense. These are set afloat
on a river, which gives a wonderful view.

6)The festival in Sri Lanka is marked by
illumination, making of toys of enamel and
figures out of crystal sugar popularly known as
Misiri.

7)The stories of the origin of Diwali are enacted
in the weeks leading up to the festival in open-
air theatres in villages all over Trinidad. The
celebrations continue for over a week and the
headquarters of the National Council of Indian
Culture at Diwali Nagar becomes the focal point.

8)In Fiji, several schools organise Diwali
celebrations to let children understand its social,
cultural and religious significance through
singing, essay writing, quiz, rangoli making and
Diwali greeting card design competitions, and
hosting talks in Hindi, English and Fijian
languages. They also conduct the traditional
Lakshmi Pooja.

9)In Japan, people go out into the orchards and
gardens and hang lanterns and paper structures
on the branches of trees.
